Recommendation 2:
The GAC will best be serveita number of vital issues are resolved by the GAC before the

decision is made to go forward with the creat
Incorporation Criteria will best be addressed by resolving these issues with clarity in
advance. The rekution of these issues will also best prevent possible conflict with how the
corporation operates within the life of the church. These issues include but are not
limited to:
A. In light of the new corporation, does the PDA Advisory Committee
still have a fustion? If the PDA Advisory Committee continues to
exist, its mandate should blearly established in relation to the new
corporation.
B. PDAIs a vital part of the One Great Hour of Sharing (OGHS) offering
and shouldemain a part of that offering.

C. As a vital part of OGHS, will the new PDA, Inc. continue to be a
vigorous promoteof OGHS?

D.Clarification that within the PCUSA PDA,

will remain restricted to two sources: OGHS and specific public
appeals related to disasters (&atrina).

E. Clarificaton on how PDA, Inc. will use and pay for the services of the
G A C €@mmunications & Funds Development area.

F. Clarification on how PDA, Inc. will use and pay for the other support
serviceswithin the GAC.

G. Accepting government funds and funds from many agemequires
extensivereporting back to those entities. These reporting
requirements should benderstood because this will be a new
function under the corporation. In additiothe added costs of
meeting these reporting requirements should be identified.

H. Charitable relief corporations are judged and compared by several
evaluating agencies (see, e.g., www.give.org
www.charitynavigator.org One of the goals dhis corporabn is to
be judged by these same evaluating agencies. The criteria and
requirements should be clearly understood. See Attachment 2 for an
example of thestandards that must be met.

World Relief, UMCOR, and the Christian Church (Disciples of
Christ). The advocates within PDA should gather this information.

. Adapt present personnel procedures to enhance capacity to put relief
staff onthefield quickly.

. Access to government and UN funding is identified as another key
reason to fornthis corporation. Some of this funding comes with
restrictions attached. Reportingequirements can be quite
demanding and burdensome. If such requiremangsiot met,
government agencies are known to mandate repayment of grants,
sometimes with penalties attached. This risk needs to be understood
and evaluated.

. The Study Team recommends PDA, Inc. not receive more than
15% of its totalbudget from governmentunds. Criteria on
government funding should banalyzed and established. The
criteria should include what officer (or what bodyproves the
decision to pursue particular grants, what officer (or what body)
mightbe authorized to raise the cap in patacunstances.

. Registering in foreign nations is identified as another reason to
form thiscorporation. Criteria should be established as to when
and how such registrationwill be done. The Study Team
recommends the GACOs Amar(Wod Mi ssion Prc
Mission) play a primary role in deciding when and how PDA, Inc.
will register in foreign nations. World Mission has the expertise

and ongoingr esponsi bility for the PCUSAG6s
international church partners aoither ecumenical partners.

.iDevel opment o work is identified within

workareasvi t hin the GACO6s Relief & Devel opme

including Self Developmentf People (SDOP) and PDA. The
GAC should determine if and how SDOP amithers which do
developmentvork can serve as partners with PDA, Inc. in projects



funded by PDA, Inc. See VI.D.6. under the PDA, Inc. Model.

Q. Should there be a requirement that PDA, Inc. staff members be
Presbyterian? Isuch a requirement legally possible with a charitable
corporaton as opposed toraligious corporation?

R. A communications strategy should be identified to explain the PDA,
Inc. to thdarger PCUSA within the broader mission interpretation of
the church.

S. Important risk management work must be accomplished. Insurance
needs must bidentified. Moreover, an analysis must be performed
(likely by expert legal counse) determine if the proposed structure
of PDA, Inc. allows for its liabilities to pasthrough to the
GAC/PCUSA, A Corp.

Recommendation 3:
The General Assenty Council (GAC) authorized the GAC chair to appoint an eight
