4.  Learn about U.S. history and government. 
 

5.  Save documents to show that you have been living in the United 
States. 

 
6.  Obey all laws of the United States and maintain good moral character. 

 
7.  Do NOT travel outside the U.S. for any reason. 

 
8. Stay informed about efforts to change the law.  Find information at  
     www.pcusa.org/immigration 

 
9.  Keep your children in school and encourage them to study hard. 

 
10.  Begin to save money for immigration fees and costs.
