When he was diagnosed in 1996
with a malignant brain tumor, he dedicated himself to a full time
ministry of music and hope.

McCutchan, an adjunct professor at Wake Forest Divinity School
with thirty-eight years in the pastoral ministry, is the author of
Experiencing the Psalms, Good News for a Fractured Society, and
a lectionary series from CSS Publishing Company. He is also a
previous recipient of the Jim Angell Award, given annually by
the Presbyterian Writers Guild for the best first book
by a Presbyterian writer.

Partial funding for the project was secured
through the Roger Harp Memorial Fund,
which was designated by the Office of
Vocation to promote pastoral care of
pastors. Harp, a longtime presbytery and
synod executive, who died as a result of
an automobile accident in February 2007,
was known and especially loved for his
mentoring of young pastors. He was also a
founding member of PPCN.
