Who will be in charge of recording the mission trip
through photos and article writing?

Who will be in charge of evaluation and interpreta-
tion after the mission trip is over?

If fundraising is needed, how will it be done?
What will be the cost of transportation?e

Will there be a training for both participants

and leaders?

Are there churches in the area which have gone on
mission trips and would they be willing to talk to
your group about their experiences?
