


The PYWA event in New Orleans, “Marching In,” which was supported 
by Pentecost Offering funds, also provided youth workers with 
the opportunity to help with the ongoing recovery efforts in the 
Gulf region. Hansen Wendlandt, a youth pastor from St. Andrew 
Presbyterian Church in Boulder, Colorado, recounts, “The images and 
stories we have seen and heard over the past few years did not prepare 
me for how much work remains to be done. Far from hopeless or worn 
out, the people in New Orleans were deeply and sincerely thankful.

“Taking my youth group there would be great, but it was so refreshing 
for me to be able just to work without any leadership responsibility. 
That reminded me so clearly of what we youth workers are supposed to 
know about mission trips—that service can do as much for the heart of 
the servant as it can for the beneficiaries.”
