MATERIALS NEEDED FOR THE ACTIVITY: Copies of a We Believe Workshop Unit for 
each table, this activity sheet, and pens or pencils. 

DIRECTIONS: 
1. Provide a We Believe Workshop unit per table of participants. 
2. Divide participants into pairs or small groups. 
3. Ask each small group to explore one aspect of a unit: Leader- to-Leader, art, 

storyteller, games, etc. 
4. Make note of the format and some of the creative ideas found in each workshop. 
5. Regroup around the table and discuss what was discovered about We Believe 

Workshop, using the sharing questions provided or others the group may have.  

DESCRIPTION OF THE ACTIVITY: 
Participants will become familiar with the “Leader-to-Leader” materials and the seven 
workshops of a We Believe Workshop Unit.  

SHARING QUESTIONS: 
1. What makes We Believe Workshop unique from other rotation curricula?
