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In Anibal’s new house in the community of La Canada, people gather for
Bible studies every Thursday afternoon. Anibal has a lot to be thankful for.
In a country in which the daily wage in rural areas is about $2.50 a day
and many are landless, Anibal’s story is truly remarkable.

On the large hacienda on which Anibal’s parents and grandparents had
worked, Anibal and his family lived in what had been a water tank.
Addressing situations like this, development organizations, with the
encouragement and assistance of mission teams from the United States,
started a housing project for the landless in the area, which the residents
later named La Canada.

Anibal worked so hard making cement blocks for this new housing project
that his work at the hacienda suffered and the landowner asked him to
abandon his dwelling. Without a place to live, he and his family built a
temporary stick frame and mud house. A year of hard work paid off when
Anibal and his family moved into their new block house. His dedication to
the project earned him community recognition, and he was named
president of the community organization. Now more than ten families call
the new community of La Canada home.

Anibal’s story is an example of community organization and personal
determination to change lives and reach for a piece of the kingdom of
God as seen here on earth.

Thursday afternoon services at Anibal’s new house are a thread of
continuing dreams and actions. Now Hanibal has plans for installing
electricity, a water project, and planting trees.
