· Receive communication and resources from the General Assembly
Committee on Ecumenical and Interfaith Relations (GACEIR), then publicize
this information though appropriate means in the presbytery, i.e. newsletter,
email distribution lists, etc.

· Share with GACIER, via the Office of Ecumenical Relations
(Melissa.davis@pcusa.org or 502-569-5037), information about the
ecumenical involvement of individuals, groups, and mid-councils so that
GACEIR may recognize and publicize this ministry with the church at large

· Join the Presbyterians Seeking Unity Facebook page to keep abreast of
ecumenical news

Unity (www.nwcu.org), an annual training event for people concerned with the
unity of the church and interested in furthering ecumenical involvement of
Christians.
