In the name of Jesus Christ, we are forgiven.

Thanks be to God.

The peace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with you.
And also with you.
[Signs of peace may be exchanged by all.]

This is a story we often tell in the Advent season.

Zechariah was a priest at the temple in Jerusalem. One day an angel, Gabriel, came to him and
said, “Your wife Elizabeth will have a baby boy. You will name him John.” Zechariah couldn’t
believe this was true because he and Elizabeth were very old, much too old to have a baby.

Zechariah doubted the angel’s message, and because of this, he became unable to speak until
after the baby was born. When this baby was born, Elizabeth announced that his name was John.
This seemed an odd name to the family and friends around them. They turned to Zechariah, but
he could not speak. So they handed him a tablet, and he wrote down the name John.

Then Zechariah’s tongue began to work, and he started to speak, to sing out in praise of God that
his son John would become one who prepares the way of Jesus to bring peace.

We are thankful for your grace to us in Jesus Christ, for
your gift of the church in its global witness, for the capacity to give. May these gifts help prepare the way
of peace in our community around the world. In Jesus’ name we pray. Amen.

On the Lord’s Day, Christians from around the world gather at the table, one family sharing one meal.
On this day, we focus our attention on that global gathering that happens every time we share the cup
and the loaf. Christ invites us:

“Let anyone who is thirsty come to me,

and let the one who believes in me drink.” (John 7:37-38)

Our Lord Jesus, on the night when he was betrayed, took a loaf of bread, and when he had given thanks,
he broke it and said, ‘This is my body that is for you. Do this in remembrance of me.’ In the same way, he
took the cup also, after supper, saying, ‘This cup is the new covenant in my blood. Do this, as often as
you drink it, in remembrance of me.’ For as often as you eat this bread and drink the cup, you proclaim
the Lord’s death until he comes.

God our hope, we give you thanks

that you have given us this foretaste

of the heavenly realm of justice and peace.
Strengthen us with this food from your table
as we seek to serve you.

Lead us in lives of purpose and joy as

we await the coming again in glory

of Jesus Christ our Savior and Lord. Amen.

Jesus Christ is the dawn that lights the way of peace. Alleluia!

Therefore, let us follow in that way, making peace with all. Amen.
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
